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Firstly, take off the fuel tank, drain out all fuel, and clean the dirt and water inside
the tank. Open the fuel cock, unscrew the drain plug at the bottom of carburetor,
drain out fuel in carburetor thoroughly, and then tighten the drain plug.

Secondly, unscrew the drain plug at the bottom of the crankcase and drain out the
lubricant oil in the crankcase thoroughly, then tighten the drain plug.

Finally, clean the surface of the engine with clean cloth, remove the dirt and dust
etc. Then store the engine in a well-ventilated, dirt-free place.

Transportation

Contact with the hot engine or exhaust system can cause serious burns or fires.

After some time using, because friction disk worn out, clutch fork worn out, and make clutch can’t engage
very well, then need adjust clutch cable according to SECTION THREE.

I NOTE:

3.1. Hold and loose clutch rod two or three times, if find inter-cultivator still can’t engage very well. Adjust
the clutch cable.

3.2. If adjust many times still can’t solved problem, must be clutch worn out too much. Then need take
machine to service center to replace clutch ASSY or clutch fork.

3.3. Don'’t disassemble clutch by yourself or may be damaged clutch.

4. Throttle cable adjusting

When turn throttle lever, can’t increase, or decrease engine speed very well, need adjust oil throttle cable
according to SECTION FOUR.

I NOTE:

4.1 Turn the throttle lever two or three times, to see the function.

4.2 Throttle cable and cable head must use screw to fasten.
