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SILENCER

1. Remove the silencer, insert a screwdriver into the vent and wipe away any carbon build
up. Wipe away any carbon build up on the silencer exhaust vent at the same time.

2. Tighten all screws, bolts, and fittings.

3. Check to see if any oil or grease has worked its way in between the clutchlining
and drum, and if it has wipe it away using neat unleaded petrol.

4. Remove the float cabin of the carburetor and clean the inside.

IDLE ADJUSTMENT SCREW(F17)

This is the screw to adjust the engine rotation when the throttle lever is set to

the lowest speed position. If you turn the screw
right (clockwise), rotation increases, and left
(counterclockwise) it decreases. In case the
blade continues to rotate, or engine stops when
you return the throttle lever completely to the
original position, make readjustment.

ENGINE COOLING FINS

Inspect the fin visually through the cover. If there are dry grass, leaves andmud
clogged, contact the power equipment dealer for cleaning it.

MAINTENANCE BEFORE STORAGE

1. Brush off any dirt or debris from the machine, check for any damage or looseparts.
Adjust / re-tighten where necessary for the next use.

2. Empty the fuel from the tank, and run the engine until it stops naturally.

3. Remove the spark plug, put a few drops of oil into the cylinder and then pull the
recoil starter 2-3 times in order to distribute the oil evenly. Replace the spark plug.

4. Apply anti-rust oil to the metal parts such as the throttle wire, put the coveron

THE NYLON CUTTER (OPTION)

If you use the unit as a grass trimmer follow the instructions below:

STARTING THE ENGINE

Before starting the engine, inspect the entire unit for any loose fittings or fuel leaks,
and that the cutting attachment is properly installed and securely fastened.

Place the unit on a flat, firm place. Keep the cutting head clear of theground and
everything around it.

. Place the choke lever upwards to the cold start position (cold start).(Note: This is not

required if the engine is already warm.

. Push the primer button 8 times until the petrol flows in and out of thedischarge hose

located above the fuel tank.

5. Push the choke lever down to the run position.

6. The engine may start, or it may be required to pull on the recoil starter until the engine
starts.

7. Allow the engine to run idle for around 10 seconds to let it warm up.
8. To engage the drive, squeeze the safety lever and throttle trigger.

9. Press the throttle trigger lock button for locking and squeeze the safety lever and throttle
trigger for unlocking.

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CUTTING OPERATION

METAL BLADE USAGE

e  Always cut by guiding the head from your rightto
left.

e A metal blade cuts best up to the point 1/3 from
the edge. Use that area for cutting shrubs,
tough and thick weeds. For cutting young
grass, you can use up to 2/3 from thetip of
blade or alternatively fit the nylon grasstrimmer
attachment.

e  Adjustthe engine speed according to what you
are cutting. Cut young grass at middle

2 For Grass and weeds

Operating at low speed, and cut shrubs or tough

Operating at low speed makes it easier for grass, weeds, or twigs to become
caught up in the blades, and also it makes the shaft and clutch wear down more quickly.

NYLON CUTTER USAGE

Nylon cord consumes approximately 50%more power than when using a metal brush
cutter blade.

If the grass you want to trim is thick, start at the edges and work your way inwards. Do not
attempt to cut too much in one go. Do not force the trimmer.
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
